THE STORY OF COUNGEAU HOUSE:

Coungeau is one of the most historic buildings on Bribie Island. It was built in 1915 by an Albanian
Wine and Spirit Merchant who owned a liquor business in Petrie Bight, near the Old Customs House
in Brisbane. Mr Norman Coungeau and his English wife Emily retired to Bribie and lived in their
home from 1919 until she was taken ill and hospitalised. The house was then put on the market to
be sold; unfortunately, the offers were so low that Mr Norman Coungeau decided to donate it to
the Church of England in 1936 as a holiday home for Anglican clergy.

During the IT world war, Coungeau House was often used by high-ranking American and Australian
service personnel. After the war, it continued to be used by Anglican Clergy until 1968, when Toc
H (Talbot House,) Bribie Island Project bought it. Work was then done to restore the house. It
was raised, steel girders were placed in position fo support it, and Besser block walls were built
enclosing the area underneath. A great deal of the restoration work was done by members of the
Brisbane Branch of Toc H and in 1976, the Deeds of Coungeau House were handed over to Toc H
Queensland Area.

There will be some writing activities arranged by SWWQ. One will be on Saturday morning at 10
am run by Trudy Graham.
